Howard Stern’s replacement on 27 stations owned
by Infinity Broadcasting ended Tuesday, with a
plethora of personalities dividing up Stern’s territory
as Howard moves to a smaller, but enthusiastic crowd
on XM in January. Splitting its morning strategy by
regions, former Van Halen-ite David Lee Roth will take
over Stern’s slot in New York on WXRK-FM and other
east coast markets, while TV personality Adam Carolla
will host mornings in Los Angeles on KLSX-FM.
In several Midwest markets, Infinity has tapped
TalenTrak keynoter Rover, currently morning host on
WXTM-FM in Cleveland and WAZU-FM in Columbus
(as well as WMAD/Madison). Rover will add WCKG-
FM in Chicago, which will become his new flagship,
along with WKRK-FM in Detroit, WAQZ-FM in
Cincinnati, WMFS-FM in Memphis and WZNE-FM in
Rochester. In the Beltway The Junkies - mid-morning
hosts on WJFK-FM in Washington, D.C - will move to
mornings and add WHFS-FM in Baltimore. Not all
Infinity stations that carried Stern will get a Stern
replacement, such as KITS-FM, Infinity’s modern rock
station in San Francisco. Live 105 will launch the
Morning Music Co-op, an entertainment-based
program featuring alternative music with listener-call-
ins and minimal commercial interruption. (Infinity head
honcho Joel Hollander said of the Rover appointment,
“we want to get a little bit younger on some of our

stations…He’s definitely less edgy than Howard.”
Infinity’s head programmer Rob Barnett added, “Rover
is one of the hottest young guys in radio!”)

It’s official! Jonathon “Johnny B” Brandmeier is
heading back to The Loop. The morning show at
Emmis Rock WLUP is getting an overhaul, and
Brandmeier is part of the changes to be made. He’ll be
back on the air sometime in the next two weeks, filling
the 6am-10am time slot alongside a newly assembled
AM crew. Brandmeier spent time on the air at WLUP
from 1983-1997, but was recently doing mornings in
California at KCBS/Los Angeles.  That station has since
made the ever-popular flip to JACK.  WLUP PD Tim
Dukes expressed his feelings on the return of
Brandmeier saying, “The Loop hasn’t been The Loop
since Johnny left. He is the single most important
Chicago air personality in the last 20 years and we’re
ecstatic to have him back home again.”

Elsewhere in the Windy City, changes are afoot at Clear
Channel, where Chicago Regional VP John Gehron
has handed in his resignation. He sent the following
memo to staff: “I am resigning my position as Market
Manager to pursue new goals but I will remain in a
consultant position with Clear Channel. I am proud of
what we have accomplished during my four years with
you. Our Summer ratings were the best the cluster has
ever had, we have the most talented staff and air
personalities in Chicago and the sales team has done
a tremendous job of working with our clients in using a
variety of commercial lengths for success. Thank you
for your support, the things you’ve taught me, and your
friendship. You are part of a terrific team which will only
get better. I will be watching your future successes.”

Not leaving on such friendly terms, is Infinity Sports
WSCR/Chicago weekly morning show guest Fritzy
Konstantelos. During a Yom Kippur (October 13)
broadcast of a Fritzy’s Night on the Town segment,
the unpaid Fritzy made disparaging remarks about
Jews saying, that some “go to temple for two hours,
atone for their sins and then go right out flim-flamming
again.”  Konstantelos is a friend of Mike North, morning
host for WSCR and had been making guest
appearances for more than ten years, but listener
complaints to PD Mitch Rosen couldn’t be ignored.
Fritzy told Robert Feder of the Chicago Sun-Times
that he feels he was “unjustifiably fired... Mike and I
make comments about all kinds of people all the time.
But I know what I said was not meant to be malicious.”

Wisconsin Senator Russ Feingold plans to introduce
a “streamlined version” of his 2003 bill dealing with
radio consolidation next month. According to a
spokesperson for the Democratic Senator said the bill
will address issues raised by allegations that radio and
concert giant Clear Channel Communications

pressures artists and labels to play CC-owned venues
or risk losing airplay on its stations. The bill also will
have a section on payola, granting further authority to
the Federal Communications Commission to go after
those who allegedly engage in the practice.
