Minneapolis, and Tim Kelly/Elyria-Loraine - Cleveland.
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She fought the law and the law won…so far. The TATTLER has
been following the copyright infringement case of Jammie
Thomas. We now have more details on her appeal of the
$220,000 fine leveled against her. She and lawyer Brian Toder
are arguing that the fine should only reflect the minimal damages
of downloading the 24 songs, and that any award above and
beyond the value of the songs is “purely punitive.” Said Toder,
“Assuming plaintiffs receive 70 cents per song, and pretending
that defendant’s downloading went to someone other than
plaintiffs’ agents, plaintiffs’ damages would be $16.80.... Multiplied
by the maximum Constitutional limits a proper remittitur would
be in the amount of zero dollars to $151.20.”

Arbitron eliminated three metro diaries from the Traverse City-
Petoskey, MI area from the in-tab sample after acknowledging
that they were returned from a media-affiliated household.
Audience estimates for Northern Broadcasting AC WSRT are
expected to be significantly affected by the change, while other
stations are expected to be affected to a lesser degree. Arbitron
will release a revised Spring 2007 e-Book on Monday, October
22.

Rep. Mike Pence (R-IN) filed a petition Wednesday to ban the
return of the Fairness Doctrine. Pence urged Congress; “The
time has come to do away with the Fairness Doctrine once and
for all.... If you oppose the Fairness Doctrine, sign the petition. If
you cherish the dynamic national asset that is American talk radio,
sign the petition. If you simply believe that broadcast freedom
deserves an up-or-down vote on the floor of the people’s House,
sign the petition.” An up-or-down vote on the bill will be forced if
a majority of Congress decides to sign the petition.

Don Imus will be returning to radio after all, and he is also in
talks with a cable network about relaunching a simulcast of the
forthcoming Citadel WABC-AM New York program. The network
is the Omaha-based RFD-TV, which reaches 30 million homes
and is known primarily for farm and agricultural programming
and polka shows. The channel recently aired a documentary
about the Imus Ranch.

Current WSTR morning hosts Steve & Vickie recently announced
a departure date of November 2nd and GM Mark Kanov leapt at
the opportunity to sign the trio from Indianapolis.
